PROPOSED ITINERARY:

Day 1 — Saturday, July 10:
Departure from Toronto for Paris with Air France. Dinner and breakfast will be served on board.

Day 2 — Sunday, July 11:

Early morning arrival in Paris, and short connecting flight to Frankfurt. We board our deluxe
private coach and motor east to the romantic city of Wuerzburg, situated on the banks of the Main
River. Check into the centrally located and comfortable Hotel Strauss, and free time to settle in
(www.hotel-strauss.de). In the late afternoon, a walking tour of the city, with the great market
square, the old bridge across the Main, lined with Baroque statues, and the impressive Romanesque
Cathedral. Dinner in the restaurant of our hotel.

Day 3 — Monday, July 12:
Departure from Wuerzburg after breakfast. We cross into the Czech Republic and motor to the
famous spa of Karlsbad, tucked in a green valley in the Bohemian hills. Time for a walk through




old Karlsbad and lunch. In the afternoon we continue to the Czech capital, the “golden city” of
Prague. Accommodation in Hotel Beranek, centrally located at a short distance from famous
Wenceslas Square (www.hotelberanek.com). Dinner in the hotel.

Day 4 — Tuesday, July 13:

This morning we enjoy an introductory walking tour of the historical centre of Prague. Highlights will
be the Old Town Square, with the Town Hall, the Astronomical Clock, the Hus Memorial, and the Tyn
Church; the historical Charles’ Bridge across the Vlatava (or Moldau); and the Jewish District with its
famous Cemetery. The afternoon is free to shop, enjoy a boat tour on the Moldau, or explore Prague on
your own. Dinner again in a typical restaurant.

Day 5 — Wednesday, July 14:

After breakfast we visit the Castle
District, with the Strahov Monastery
and its fabulous  18™-century
libraries, the splendid Baroque
Church of Loretto, the St. Vitus
Cathedral, the Presidential Palace,
etc. Rest of the day at leisure. How

about an optional classical music concert this evening?

Day 6 — Thursday, July 15:

Departure from Prague after breakfast. We motor south, cross into Austria, and continue via Linz
and the Salzburg region to Innsbruck, the scenic capital of Austria’s mountain province of Tyrol
and host city of the Winter Olympics in 1964 and 1976. Overnight in the very attractive Hotel
Maximilian, situated in the old town (www.hotel-maximilian.com). Dinner in the hotel or in a
nearby restaurant.

Day 7 — Friday, July 16:

Morning city tour of Innsbruck, with sights such as the Golden Roof, a balcony built in the 100s for
the Habsburg Emperor Maximilian, the Hofburg Palace and Church with Maximilian’s amazing
mausoleum, elegant Maria-Theresa Street, the Anna Column, and the Triumphal Gate. The
afternoon is free to shop and/or explore Innsbruck on your own, or to enjoy an optional cable car
ride to the top of the 2,200 meter-high Nordkette Mountain! No group dinner this evening.

Day 8 — Saturday, July 17: il «
Departure from Innsbruck after breakfast. We B
drive south and cross into Italy via the Brenner P4

Alpine Pass. Visit to Bolzano, the very
attractive capital of the German-speaking
region known as South Tyrol, including a visit
to the museum displaying “Oetzi the Iceman”, a
prehistoric hunter whose 5,000-year old
mummified body was discovered in 1991 on a




glacier in the Alps (for more information, see www.archaeologiemuseum.it/en/node/226, and also
http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/%C3%96tzi_the_Iceman). In late afternoon we continue to Treviso, a
picturesque town situated close to Venice, and actually resembling Venice with its architecture and
canals! Accommodation in the traditional first-class Hotel Continental (www.hcontinental.it).
Dinner in a nearby restaurant.

Day 9 — Sunday, July 18:

Full-day excursion to Venice! Here you will enjoy a trip by “vaporetto” on the Grand Canal,
followed by a walking tour of the Doges’ Palace, the Bridge of Sighs, St. Mark’s Square and
Basilica, and the Rialto Bridge. Also short visit to a Murano glass factory. The afternoon is free for
shopping and/or exploring Venice on your own. A gondola ride anyone, or perhaps a visit to the
famous art gallery, the Accademia? Return to Treviso and dinner of culinary specialties in a
winery!

Dav 10 - Mondav, July 19:

impressive mountain scenery comblned with lush
Mediterranean vegetation and a mild climate. We tour
the shores of the lake, take a short boat tour, and visit
the picturesque Medieval town of Sirmione, situated
at the tip of a long and narrow peninsula jutting out
into the blue waters of the lake. Visit to a winery and
fruit farm in the village of Bardolino, including a
wine tasting and lunch. In the afternoon we visit
Verona, the romantic city associated with Romeo and Juliet. The great attractions here include the
monumental Roman amphitheatre, home of the city’s famous Opera Festival; the Balcony of Juliet;
historical Piazza delle Erbe with its colourful market; the huge castle, and the impressive tombs of
the Scaligeri Family, rulers of Verona during the Middle Ages. Return to Treviso in the early
evening.

Day 11 — Tuesday, July 20:

This morning we motor along the autostrada to Milan, the busy metropolis of northern Italy.
Walking tour of the historical city centre, with the great Duomo (cathedral), the world-famous La
Scala Theatre and its fine little museum, and the adjoining Galleria with fine shops and restaurants,
where you can enjoy lunch. In the afternoon, we continue to the Aosta Valley in the Alps and cross
into France via the 14-km long tunnel underneath the Mont Blanc. We emerge in the great French
Alpine resort of Chamonix, situated at the foot of the majestic Mont Blanc, Europe’s highest
mountain. Dinner and overnight in the chalet-style Hotel Prieuré, where all rooms have a balcony
with a view of the Mont Blanc (www.bestmontblanc.com/fr/prieure.html). Dinner in the restaurant
of our hotel.

Day 12 — Wednesday, July 21:

A full day to enjoy Chamonix and its surroundings. How about a train ride to see the glacier known
as the Mer de Glace or, for the daring, a cable-car ride to the Aiguille du Midi, situated at an
altitude of no less than 3,800 m or 12,400 ft! No group dinner this evening.

Departure from Chamonix after breakfast. We motor first through more superb Alpine scenery and
then through the green hills and valleys of prosperous Burgundy to the walled Medieval town of
Beaune, situated in a sea of vineyards on the slopes of the ‘Cote d’Or’ wine district. Arrival around
noon, and check into the centrally located Hotel Ibis (www.ibisbeaune.com). In the afternoon we
tour old Beaune, with as highlights a visit to the Hospice or Hotel-Dieu, a superb 15™-century
architectural complex featuring the interior of a Medieval Hospital as well as an art gallery, and
visit one of the town’s famous wineries, with an opportunity to taste some fine Burgundian wines!
Also some free time to shop. Dinner in the restaurant of our hotel.

Champs Elysees, the Arc de Triomphe,
