Day 1 - Thursday, September 23:      
Early evening departure with LOT Polish Airways from Toronto for Warsaw. Dinner and a light 
breakfast will be served on board.  
 
Day 2 - Friday, September 24:  
Early morning arrival in Warsaw, and short connecting flight to Gdansk (Danzig), arriving around 11 
AM. Immediate transfer to the modern and very comfortable 3-star (superior tourist class) Hotel 
Mercure Gdansk Hevelius (www.mercure.com/gb/hotel-3390-mercure-gdansk-hevelius/index.shtml). 
Free time to settle in and relax after your overnight flight, and welcome dinner in the restaurant of our 
hotel. The historical city of Gdansk used to serve as a window on the Baltic Sea for both Poland and 
Prussia in the past, the first shots of WW II were fired here, and the city was of course the cradle of Lech 
Walesza’s Solidarity movement in the 1980s.  
 
Day 3 - Saturday, September 25:                                     
Morning walking tour of the very attractive old town of Gdansk with its Gothic churches, cobblestone 
alleys, and a romantic harbour district dominated by an ancient wooden crane, emblem of the city. Visit 



to the Amber Museum; amber, a product of the Baltic region, was already in great demand in Antiquity! 
We also tour the surrounding Baltic coast and resorts, including Sopot, featuring the longest pier in 
Europe. This evening, dinner in a typical restaurant of old Gdansk.

Day 4 - Sunday, September 26:                               
Excursion to the town of Malbork (Marienburg) with its huge castle, 
formerly the headquarters of the Teutonic Knights, who spearheaded the 
German “Drang nach Osten” movement in this area during the Middle 
Ages.

Day 5 - Monday, September 27:                              
Departure from Gdansk after breakfast. Crossing the Vistula River and 
motoring eastward, we visit Frombork, a city associated with Copernicus, 
who lived and worked here. Visit to the castle-like Cathedral, the Copernicus Museum, and the so-called 
Copernicus Tower. Then we cross into a Russian exclave, tucked between Poland, Lithuania, and the 
Baltic Sea, formerly part of Germany’s easternmost territory, known as East Prussia. Our destination is 
the city of Kaliningrad, formerly known as Koenigsberg. Dinner and overnight in Hotel Moskva 
(www.hotel.kaliningrad.ru/eng/moskva). 
 
Day 6 - Tuesday, September 28:          
Morning sightseeing tour of Kaliningrad. We focus first on the magnificent brick Cathedral, dating back 
to the 14th century and containing the tomb of the city’s most famous native son, the philosopher 
Immanuel Kant. On to all sorts of sights weird and wonderful, including Fish Village, the House of 
Soviets, an architectural monstrosity rising from the ruins of the former castle, remains of the old city 
fortifications, villas and parks of the pre-WW II residential areas, the brand-new Cathedral of Christ the 
Saviour, and Cosmonaut Monument. The afternoon is free to shop or to visit one or more of the city’s 

fine museums, e.g. the World Ocean Museum .

Day 7 - Wednesday, September 29:      
Departure from Kaliningrad after breakfast. The road we take 
follows the Curonian Spit, a 100-km long strip of land, 
consisting mostly of sand dunes, separating the Curonian 
Lagoon from the Baltic Sea, an important bird sanctuary and a 
UNESCO World Heritage site since 2000. Crossing into 
Lithuania, we pause in the pleasant seaside resort of Nida (or 

Nidden), where the famous German novelist (and 1929 Nobel laureate) Thomas Mann had his summer 
home, for lunch, a leisurely walk on the beach, and perhaps an opportunity to observe birds. Afternoon 
arrival in Klaipeda, formerly known as Memel, Lithuania’s “window on the Baltic”. Visit to the old 
town, with sights such as the fountain and statue of Annchen of Tharau, symbol of the city, on Theatre 
Square. Dinner and overnight in the very comfortable first-class Hotel Radisson-SAS 
(www.radissonblu.com/hotel-klaipeda). 

 
Day 8 - Thursday, September 30:       
After breakfast, departure for the quaint old university town of Kaunas, situated on the banks of the 
Nemunas (Memel) River, which was the nation’s capital during the interwar period. We first visit Ninth 
Fort, a former Nazi death camp transformed into a WW II memorial, then enjoy a leisurely walking tour 



of the old town, with its attractive main square, the twin-towered Church of St. Francis, the so-called 
House of Perkunas, the Castle, and a charming main street, Vilnius Gatve. Accommodation in the 4-star 
Hotel Daniela (www.danielahotel.lt/?lang=en), situated near the lively main street of the new town, 
Freedom Avenue, and free time until dinner in the restaurant of our hotel.  
 
Day 9 - Friday, October 1:   
Full-day excursion to the very attractive present-day capital of Lithuania, Vilnius. Our sightseeing tour 
will focus on the attractive Old town around Cathedral Square, a UNESCO World Heritage site, 
featuring cobblestone streets lined with impressive homes, Catholic and Orthodox churches, a former 
Royal Palace, the University, etc. Lunch in a typical restaurant, and some free time for shopping before 
we return to our hotel in Kaunas.  
 
Day 10 - Saturday, October 2:         
Departure from Kaunas after breakfast. We cross back into Poland and explore the Masuria Lake 
District of former East Prussia, a sparsely inhabited low-lying region of vast forests and thousands of 
lakes big and small, site of a major battle between Germans and Russians in the fall of 1914, described 
by Solzhenitsyn in his novel August 1914. Dinner and overnight in a resort hotel on the shores of a lake, 
Hotel Galery69, in the vicinity of the town of Olsztyn  (www.hotelgalery69.pl). How about a swim in 
the hotel’s indoor pool before our group dinner in its restaurant?

Day 11 - Sunday, October 3:    
This morning we visit the secret headquarters from which Hitler directed 
Germany’s war strategy in general, and operations on the Eastern Front in 
particular, from 1941 to 1944. Known as the “Wolf’s Lair”, this cluster of 
bunkers is located in a forest near Ketrzyn (German: Rastenburg); it was here 
that the unsuccessful attempt was made on Hitler’s life by Colonel Klaus von 
Stauffenberg in July of 1944, theme of the recent Hollywood production 
Valkyrie. (This ‘Wolf’s Lair’ should not be confused with Hitler’s ‘Eagle’s 
Nest’ in the German Alps near Berchtesgaden.) Nearby is the village of 
Tannenberg, where a Polish-Lithuanian army crushed the Teutonic Knights in 
1410 and where the Germans defeated the Russians in a huge battle in 1914, 
focus of Solzhenitsyn’s book, August 1914. In the afternoon we motor south 
to the Polish capital, Warsaw, where we will stay in the centrally located deluxe (5-star) Scandinavian-
owned Hotel Radisson-SAS for dinner and overnight (www.radissonblu.com/hotel-warsaw; for mostly 
very favourable guest comments, see www.tripadvisor.com/Hotel_Review-g274856-d276993-Reviews-
Radisson_SAS_Centrum_Warsaw-Warsaw_Central_Poland.html)

Day 12 - Monday, October 4:   
In the morning, panoramic tour of Warsaw, with monuments such as the 
picturesque Old Town Square, the imposing Royal Castle, St. John’s 
Cathedral and many other fine churches, the Monument to the 1944 
Warsaw Uprising, the former Jewish Ghetto, Radziwill Palace, City Hall, 
the Citadel, and the Saxon Gardens with the Tomb of the Unknown 

Soldier. The afternoon is free to explore the city on your 
own and/or to shop along busy Nowy Swiat or “new 
World Street”.

Day 13 - Tuesday, October 5:     
Excursion to the tiny village of Zelazowa Wola, located in the bucolic countryside of Mazovia Province, 
about an hour’s drive west of Warsaw, where Frederic Chopin, the famous Polish composer, first saw 
the light of day on February 22, 1810. We visit the little manor house where he was born, now a 
museum, surrounded by lovely gardens. On to the nearby town of Lowicz for a visit to the Cathedral and 
the excellent ethnographic museum. Return to Warsaw in late afternoon and some free time before 
dinner and a folklore show in a typical restaurant! 
 
Day 14 - Wednesday, October 6:  
Departure from Warsaw after breakfast. We drive south to the town of Czestochowa, Poland’s spiritual 
capital and a major centre of pilgrimage, attracting Catholics from all over the world. Visit to the 
historical Monastery of Jasna Gora, whose Chapel of Our Lady features the famous Black Madonna, 
deeply revered by former Pope John Paul II, the Basilica,  the Knights’ Hall, Golgotha Gallery, etc. Also 
free time to enjoy a stroll (and a refreshment?) along the town’s wide and lively main street, Al 
Najwietszej Marri Panny or Al NMP. In late afternoon we continue to the historical city of Kraków, the 
country’s third largest city and capital for three centuries (1305-1609); Kraków is also a major cultural 
centre and the home of a famous university, founded in 1364, where Copernicus was a student. 
Accommodation in a comfortable 3-star hotel in the historical city centre and dinner in a nearby 
restaurant.

Day 15 - Thursday, October 7:   
Comprehensive sightseeing tour of Kraków, with all the great sights of 
this historical city: the old town (Stare Miasto) with Rynek Glowny, 
Europe’s largest Medieval market square, the Medieval Cloth Hall, the 
Church of Our Lady, the Gothic buildings of the Jagellonian University, 
the statue of Copernicus, and picturesque streets such as Ulica Knonicza, 
as well as the superb Gothic Cathedral, Wawel Royal Palace, and the Old 
Synagogue in Kazimierz District. In the afternoon we visit the famous salt 
mine of Wieliczka, which has been in operation for over 700 years, 
another UNESCO World Heritage site! Dinner in a typical restaurant of 
the old town. 

 
Day 16 - Friday, October 8:  
Morning sidetrip to Auschwitz (Oswiecim), the biggest and most infamous of all Nazi concentration 
camps; this emblem of the horrors of the Holocaust, now a museum, is situated approximately 50 km 
from Krakow. Return to Kraków in the afternoon and free time to shop and/or explore this great city on 
your own.

Day 17 - Saturday, October 9: 
After an early breakfast, short transfer to Kraków 
Airport in time for the departure of the LOT flight to 
Toronto, via Warsaw.
